Recreated environments are populated with interactive
exhibits, artifacts, oral histories and archival photos to
transport visitors from Portland’s thriving Japantown to
the bleak barracks of Minidoka, from the heroics of the
Japanese American 442nd Combat Regiment to

the congressional redress of 1988.
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
