APA worked with Save the Redwoods League and
California State Parks to develop a plan to help
visitors fully connect with and understand these
extraordinary places. Through extensive engagement,
APA confirmed the audiences, stories, and media
priorities for each park. The resulting plan focuses

on actionable recommendations, like developing
standardized redwood park identity signs and
providing essential redwood interpretation—

raising all parks to a shared standard.
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
